We are well aware of the blessing it is to be with your children 
during this time as each personality blossoms and as their skills and self-
esteem become even more evident through the magic of the Montessori 
environment. In this New Year I wish to thank each of you for this gift. 

Our school continues to grow as well. Because of our desire to maintain an 
intimate learning environment in each classroom, we are almost full to 
Capacity.

In order for this routine to be 
successful we need everyone to pick up during the time frame that we have 
assigned to your classroom.
